Teaching Aids
1) Items from nature such as flowers, stones, vegetables, fruits, etc.
2) Pictures of some animals and birds.
3)  Flannel board and figures.
Introduction
1) Review last week's lesson.
2) Remind the children about the church occasions for the coming week.
3) Ask the children how the world would be if there were no people, no houses, no plants, or water.
4) Emphasis God's love and care for us through the creation.
Story Time
