“Be not forgetful to entertain strangers.” 

Hebrews 13:2 KJV 
One day, when it was summer and very hot at noon, Abraham was sitting at the entrance of the 
tent in the shadow of a big tree.  

 
He thought of 
entertaining those strangers as the Scripture says:
